▩ More youth experiencing God’s love

▩ More youth discipling peers

▩ More youth in mission to neighbor and to world

▩ More youth answering God’s call to the Christian vocation

▩ More youth connected to ministries outside the church

▩ More youth in leadership at church and in the community

Why does the church have few long-term youth ministers?

▩ There has been an inability to equip persons for youth ministry.

▩ Isolation, spiritually and socially, is a problem for beginning youth ministers (The God-Bearing Life, p. 33).

▩ Youth ministers are “underresourced” and overworked (The God-Bearing Life, p. 34).

Why are United Methodist youth ministers following non-Wesleyan thoelogy?

▩ Other non-United Methodist tools are readily available and offer a “quick fix.”

▩ College students are trained for youth ministry outside the United Methodist church’s doctrine and polity.

▩ There is a focus on program numbers rather than “making disciples for Jesus Christ.”

What would a Wesleyan model for youth ministry look like?

▩ God’s grace is the focus of ministry.

▩ Faith is viewed as a life journey.

▩ Ministry is a process by which the participants are ministers!
